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WHAT IS THE U VISA?
The U Visa is a nonimmigrant visa designed to protect victims
of certain crimes who have suffered abuse and are willing to
help law enforcement in investigations. 

The U Nonimmigrant Visa (U Visa) is granted to victims of
certain crimes who:

1 Suffered mental or physical abuse.

Are helpful to law enforcement in investigating or
prosecuting those crimes.

It offers legal status and a path toward permanent residency
even if you are currently undocumented.
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WHO QUALIFIES?

1
Be a victim of a qualifying crime (domestic violence,
assault, trafficking, sexual abuse, etc.)

Have suffered significant physical or emotional harm.

To qualify for a U Visa, you must:

Possess information about the criminal activity.

Be or have been helpful to U.S. authorities (police,
prosecutors, or judges).

Be admissible to the U.S. or eligible for a waiver (Form
I-192).

Eligible family members include:

Parents (U-4, if applicant is under 21)

They also receive work permits and may later apply
for Green Cards.
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Unmarried siblings (U-5, if applicant is under 21)4
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PATH TO PERMANENT RESIDENCY

1 Adjustment of Status (Form I-485) to become a Lawful
Permanent Resident (Green Card holder).

After obtaining a Green Card, you may be eligible to
apply for U.S. Citizenship after 5 years.

After 3 years of continuous presence in the U.S. with
a valid U Visa, holders can apply for:
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PROTECTION & STABILITY

1 U Visa holders are protected from deportation or
removal proceedings.

You can travel within the U.S. freely.2

This visa provides not just safety but dignity and
stability for rebuilding your life.

Children born in the U.S. automatically receive U.S.
citizenship.
